On Thursday, 18" June, a group of students, ranging from Years 7
to 9, participated in the Victoria Zone Chess Tournament. Bentleigh
Secondary College players had, over previous weeks, been taught
and mentored by Chess Master, Leonid Sandler with support by Ms
Rees and Dr Chetty.

We departed the school at a quarter past eight with high hopes. The
tournament was held at Balwyn Secondary College. Some of the
other schools participating were McKinnon Secondary College,
Brighton Grammar, Melbourne High, Scotch College and Haileybury
College. Many of these schools have a reputation for being good
Chess players and Bentleigh was ready to meet the challenge. Our
students should be praised for their efforts. Each player combined
ruthless attacks and obstinate defence and all students won at least
one match. At least five students won four matches. Each student
was required to compete in seven matches. The pairs for each
match were generated by a computer which matched students with
similar ability.

CATIA Gears up at Bentleigh

Ladies and gentlemeni start your engines!! The CATIA students at
Bentleigh are gearing up in preparation for the State finals of the
Schools Innovation Design Challenge!

Our ATeam Jaguaro students are
in preparation for the State competition. The program involves
students in a stimulating and innovative engineering challenge. This
il nnovation Design Challengeo t
technologies, industry (CAD) software, visualising solutions in 2D
and 3D, and advanced CNC, (Computer Numerical Control), all made
available to the college through the Re-Engineering Australia
Foundation.

What are they doing?

Students use an engineering CAD program to design a model F1
race-car. They link their design to a micro router, which cuts out
their model. The model is tested in a wind tunnel. The results of
the tests are analysed and modifications made. The car is
completed and raced, using a Co2 gas bulb as the power source.
Student reaction time and vehicle speed is used to determine the
winner.
