Last Sunday morning, two year 11 Students, Elaura Carter and
Elizabeth Perreira, represented our School in the Thant Trophy, the
United Nations Youth Association Competition. Students from
schools around Melbourne, such as Haileybury, Fintona Girls' School,
Melbourne High, St. Kevin's, Bialik College amongst others, were
allocated a United Nations' Security Council Member Country to
represent in a mock-United Nations Security Council Meeting. Our
students were representing the interests of Libya.

Students had two Resolutions to debate and one impromptu
Resolution given to them on the day. The prepared Resolutions were
on the issues of Global Agricultural Poverty and Disaster Relief. The
Impromptu Resolution was on UN Measures for combating
Infectious Diseases, such as Swine Flu. Elaura and Elizabeth
researched the history, politics, GDP, health systems, educationand
economic systems of Libya to prepare for the UN Competition, as
well as exploring the role of the United Nations. The UNYA had
provided a 'President’ and 'Secretary-General' of the Security Council
to chair the day and each country presented its stance on the three
issues. Elaura and Elizabeth negotiated with other countries'
representatives and had the chance to ask for further clarification.
Elaura argued Libya's stance vigorously on Disaster Relief measures
and Elizabeth used her negotiation and secretarial skills to gather
information and answers from other representatives to help 'Libya’
decide on how they were going to vote.

The Physics Corner

The philosophy behind The Wonders of Physics is to take the magic
out of science.

Year 12 Physics

Some of you may have noticed that the year 12 physics students
were wandering around the oval clapping two pieces of wood

together! No they were not chasing the seagulls and parrots away

from the vegetable gardens, they were measuring the speed of

sound by establishing a regular rhythm and timing the echo. The

study of sound and sound reproduction is an important component

of VCE physics and conducting hands on experiment is one way of
learning physics.

Sounds are just vibrations that we can hear. Usually, we hear
sounds in air, but we can also hear sound in water and solid objects.

Most sound is a mixture of many frequencies. Some mixtures sound
good, like a violin, and some not so good, like a jackhammer.

Did you know that sound travels faster in solids than it does in air?

Do you know why?

Year 10 Materials and Design

In the past week, year 10 science students embarked on the study
of bridges. Students explored the different types of constructions
and the role that bridges play in our society. They participated in
constructing their own suspension bridge using cardboard, string
and rope.

Via the use of computer simulations students were able to
implement structural principles by designing and constructing a
virtual bridge. The students also illustrated an understanding of

budgeting and construction costs by optimising the bridge design to
carry a set weight at the lowest construction cost.
