ACCREDITATION

program for both primary and secondary schools.  
There are three levels of accreditation, bronze, silver and gold. So 
far only three schools in Melbourne have been accredited as goldï 
all of them primary schools. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
For gold accreditation the schoolôs ongoing commitment is 
demonstrated through integrating water into the curriculum at each 
year level, students communicating to another school about water 
conservation, hosting a National Water Week event, hosting a 
teacher professional development session and submitting a 
voluntary Water Management Action Plan.
