If you spend up to $1500 on eligible education expenses,

you can get 50% back. The maximum you can get back for

each child is $750 each year.

Lodging through a tax agent

If you lodge your tax return through a tax agent, ask them
to claim the Education Tax Refund on your behalf. You will
need to show your tax agent your receipts for eligible
education expenses.
